Hello Lynnwood! 
 

I have recently taken over as President of the Lynn-
wood Community League and have been in a whirl-
wind ever since with the proposed 87th Avenue LRT 
route.  I have been involved with the Lynnwood 
Community since 2000 in a variety of different ca-
pacities.  During the flood of 2004 I was the Director 
of the Lynnwood Playschool, so it would appear that 
when I take over a position something happens out 
of the norm!   For the past 3 years I have been the 
Co-Director of Lynnwood Hockey, with my husband, 
Andy, and will still continue in that capacity unoffi-
cially. 
 

On April 19th the city hosted an open house about 
the LRT.  I was shocked about what I had learned 
and knew that something needed to be done.   
Nancy has stepped forward to fill the new role of 
Civic Liaison to assist me with informing residents 
and obtaining information in regards to the implica-
tions this would have on our community.   
The City of Edmonton has proposed an extension to 
the LRT line which will come from University Ave-
nue, cross the river on a bridge, tunnel under Valley-
view, emerge at the traffic circle at 142nd Street and 
carry on down 87th Avenue, to Lewis Estates.  The 
second option is to follow Fox Drive, go across the 
Quesnell Bridge, north up 149th Street and then west 
down 87th.  

 

Implications for Lynnwood include: 
* expropriation of houses along 87th Avenue of up 

to two streets, and potentially along 149th Street 
as well  

* walls erected next to remaining houses, which 
will have sound/vibration issues 

* severely compromised access in and out of our 
community, and to & from neighborhood schools 

* introduction of much higher density housing all 
along 87th Avenue 

* major implications for traffic flow on 149th St, 
156th St and 87th Avenue 

* unparalleled changes to how we live and travel 
 

To help inform Lynnwood residents, the community 
league has: 
* Created a website, www.westlrtconcerns.com 

that provides you with more details and an op-
portunity to vote and enter your comments.  We 
will take the input collected forward to Edmonton 
City Council so please take the time to visit the 
site. 

* Hosted a Town Hall meeting to discuss LRT is-
sues on Monday May 12th at Lynnwood School.  
Almost 300 people attended, along with Mayor 
Mandel, Councilor Leibovici and Councilor 
Sloan. Residents were given the opportunity to 
voice their concerns and  were overwhelmingly 
opposed to this proposal. 

 

Following a vote at the Town Hall where the majority 
did not support 87th Ave LRT, and a vote by the 
Lynnwood Executive, I will be opposing the 87th Ave 
LRT on behalf of the Lynnwood Community.  It is

Terms of aviation history 
 

Two notable aviation events occurred on May 20th 
during the last century. On May 20th, 1927, airman 
Charles Lindbergh took off from New York. 33 hours 
and 30 minutes later, he landed his plane in Paris, 
France. In addition to winning a $25,000 prize 
purse, Lucky Lindy made history by being the first 
person to cross the Atlantic alone by air and he 
broke the record for the longest straight-line dis-
tance flown non-stop in an airplane. 
Five years later to the day, Amelia Earhart took off 
from Newfoundland and headed for Paris. Although 
bad conditions forced an early landing in Ireland, 
Earhart's flight was the first successful solo transat-
lantic flight by a woman. 
So did these pioneering aviators land any notewor-
thy linguistic contributions? Not really, although lexi-
cographers generally credit Lindbergh's nickname 
Lindy with inspiring the name of the jitterbug dance 
in 1931. 
Of course, that's not to say those legendary flights 
didn't influence the lexicon. 1927 saw the birth of the 
terms airfield, copilot, bleary-eyed, and Mayday. 
Mayday, by the way, comes not from the first day of 
May but from the French verb m'aider meaning 
"help me." 
And 1932 witnessed the birth of adventurism, news-
worthy, and the adverb flat-out meaning "at top 
speed or peak performance." 

Did you know?  
"Ramshackle" has nothing to do with rams, nor the 
act of being rammed, nor shackles. The word is an 
alteration of "ransackled," an obsolete form of the 
verb "ransack," meaning "to search through or plun-
der." ("Ransack" in turn derives, via Middle English, 
from Old Norse words meaning "house" and "seek.") 
A home that has been ransacked has had its con-
tents thrown into disarray, and that image may be 
what caused us to start using "ramshackle" in the first 
half of the 19th century to describe something that is 
poorly constructed or in a state of near collapse. 
These days, "ramshackle" can also be used figura-
tively, as in "He could only devise a ramshackle ex-
cuse for his absence."  
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Northern route  - (along Stony Plain Road and 107 Avenue was discontinued due to travel time/length)  
 

LRT Option B (recommended route) - would run east along 87th Ave from Lewis Estates, go under ground 
at 142nd St, continue under 87th Ave through Valleyview, then east over Sir Wilfred Laurier park, and across 
the river via a new LRT bridge arriving near the Cross Cancer Institute 
 

LRT Option A (not recommended; will add 10 minutes to travel time to downtown) - would run east along 
87th Ave from Lewis Estates to 149th St then turn south, running down 149th St to White Mud Drive which it 
would follow across the river to Fox Drive  

efforts to attempt to oppose this 
route.  

 

Nancy has worked tirelessly since April 19th for 
Lynnwood, attending numerous meetings, creating 
the website, knocking on doors, etc.  As a commu-
nity we need to help all our neighbours, to prevent 
the LRT route from expropriating homes in Lynn-
wood, and all the other serious ramifications. 
Whether you are on 87th Ave, 86th Ave, 150 ST, or 
79 A Ave, and anywhere in between, you will be se-
riously affected by this route, from the loss of your 
home, vibrations of your home caused by the LRT, 
the fact that your front street would be used for a 
park and ride, or the fact that you will have extreme 
difficulty exiting this community.   
 

We cannot become complacent and think that this 
will not affect each and every household in this com-
munity.  
 

As we are up against full time consultants, engi-
neers, etc, we need your help.  If you can volunteer 
in any capacity to help us prepare for September 9th  

when we will attempt to convince the city that this is 
not the best route, please e-mail westLRTcon-

Spring and summer are upon us and with the 
warmer temperatures theft becomes instantly 
more appealing for those individuals who would 
like to have your stuff for free without asking for it. 
  

Here are five major tips that will help you not be-
come a Lynnwood Summer Statistic:

What are the Dog Gone 
Rules? 
  

Are you uncertain what the 
rules are for walking dogs 
in the City of Edmonton?  The City of Edmonton 
has very specific rules for dogs set out in the Animal 
Licensing Bylaw and the Parkland Bylaw.   
 

Rules for dogs are in place for the safety  
of your community and the safety of your pet.  

 

It’s pretty simple…  
In the City of Edmonton, you must license your dog 
and you must clean up your pet’s defecation. 
 

You can walk dogs on parkland so long as your dog 
is:  

�� leashed and on a trail 
�� leashed and on a boulevard 
�� leashed and in an area governed by  
 signage permitting dogs 

  

Unless at designated off-leash areas, dogs must be 
on a leash at all times.  
 

How do you know you are walking on parkland? 
Parkland means any property whether developed or 
not, owned, controlled or maintained by the City of 
Edmonton. Any properties in your neighborhood that 
is intended for use by members of the public for rec-
reation or general enjoyment – any green areas, 
groomed parks, naturalized roadway buffers, boule-
vards, river and ravine lands and community 
leagues– are parkland. When walking in these ar-
eas, you must keep your dog on a leash and pick 
up after it .  
 

For everyone’s safety  and at all times, dogs must 
be kept at least ten meters from any playground, 
sports field or picnic site. Your dog must be on a 
leash no longer than two meters in length.

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Town Hall Meeting 
May 12, 2008 

 

In Attendance: Michelle – Lynnwood President, Nancy 
– Lynnwood Civic Liaison, David – Parkview resident, 
Ray – Laurier Heights President,  Lloyd – Parkview 
President, Charlotte – Lynnwood Secretary, Mayor 
Mandel, City Councillors Linda Sloan and Karen Lei-
bovici and approximately 300 area residents. 
 

The purpose of this meeting was to learn how Lynn-
wood residents feel about the west LRT routes being  
proposed by the city’s transportation committee for a 
line running from Lewis Estates to the U of A campus. 
 

We discussed the proposed routes, visuals of the LRT 
and shared a presentation on the issues around this 
development.  We wanted to inform people, begin a 
dialogue between the 8 communities that will be af-
fected by this route. We all agreed that we need more 
time to review this proposal. 
 

Presentation by David – (Parkview resident) 
Using a G.I.S. software David was able to show the 
dimensions of an existing LRT station at the Health 
Sciences building on the university campus and super 
impose it on 87th Avenue using a view from above.  
He was able to show how the lines would take over 
the existing road bed and how more land would be 
necessary to incorporate lanes for vehicular traffic.  
Hence, the need to expropriate 38 houses between 
142nd Street and 149th Street.  As well, he showed 
how a turn at 149th Street would impact the surround-
ing homes (190 metres in each direction would be re-
quired to create a turning area for the LRT). When 
David asked at the April 19th meeting put on by the 
city’s transportation committee what would be the traf-
fic solution for the already congested intersection of 
87th Ave and 149 Street if the LRT was built there, the 
answer he got was that an overpass or underpass 
may be necessary at that intersection. 
 

Nancy – Civic Liaison for Lynnwood Community 
Nancy had attended the April 19th meeting and 
wanted to bring up several points with the audience 
for consideration.  The cities process of analysis of 
LRT routes and the final proposal to the city council 
has to date involved sharing very few bits of informa-
tion with the communities and a very quick turn 
around time.  This project stands to have a very major 
impact on neighbouring communities and yet only 
0.01% of the residents were at the April 19th meeting.  
Several modes of communication could have been 
used to inform the residents (surveys, mail outs, ads, 
meetings in each community, etc.) Yet, when Nancy 
asked about these she was told that a mail out would 
be expensive and “that people wouldn’t understand”, 
along with other excuses.  In Nancy’s opinion a gov-

ernment (civic or other) has a responsibility to inform 
the public.  She asked “if we can’t trust the process, 
can we trust the result?”  Nancy has raised many 
questions about access to 87th Avenue from the 
communities, about the cities vision for LRT, Transit 
Oriented Development (high rise apartments/
condos) and other related concerns but was given 
no definitive answers.  She was told that this LRT 
line is not being built for the people who live in the 
area now but rather for the people who will live here 
once redevelopment is complete. 
 

Nancy raised the question of why the developers 
have chosen this area of west Edmonton to rede-
velop where we have thriving communities.  Why 
wouldn’t they redevelop for a positive effect in an 
area that is not thriving? 
 

In the coming months she would like to see our com-
munities keep media discussion going, continue to 
work with city council, increase access to the 
westlrtconcerns.com website, collect more people’s 
input and see people bringing their engineering, 
planning skills forward in order to build a presenta-
tion of our residents concerns to present to city 
council on Sept 9th. 
  

Mayor Mandel - The mayor gave a brief talk and en-
couraged our community to continue to focus on the 
hard questions like the ones that were brought for-
ward at our meeting.  As well, he told us to focus on 
solid reasons why this LRT line should run else-
where in the west end.  Then we would be able to 
present a good argument to city council at the Sep-
tember 9th meeting. In his opinion this project would 
cost too much for the amount of service it would pro-
vide.  He also said that it’s his opinion that develop-
ers have not given fair consideration to alternative 
solutions.  He told us that in his opinion thirty years 
ago city planners/developers stopped focusing on 
the downtown core which he sees as a huge mis-
take.  This west LRT line would be a continuation of 
that mistake.  It would make the university campus 
the hub of the city and not the downtown area.  He’d 
like to see new life brought to Stony Plain Road by a 
west LRT expansion. 
 

Karen Leibovici – City councillor 
Karen is not in support of the 142nd Street under-
ground route for the LRT.  It’s her opinion that the 
Quesnell Bridge route will support expansion of the 
university campus.  She feels that the city needs to 
consider future commuter traffic routes.  She’d also 
like to see a Park and Ride location at the intersec-
tion of Anthony Henday Drive and Stony Plain Road.  
It’s her opinion that the west end has the population 
to support the LRT development.

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Mayor Mandel added that our com-
munities should arrange to meet with 

councillors before the September 9th meeting to share 
our concerns.  As well, he added that there has been 
no research done on the impact an LRT line running 
close to the Cancer Clinic would have on that centre 
(ie. their equipment) or the new health centre that is 
planned for that area. 
 

Linda Sloan – City Councillor 
Linda has chosen to remain neutral on the proposed 
west LRT routes.  However, she takes responsibility 
for the lack of communication with the affected com-
munities.  She told us that the transportation commit-
tees report is out and available on line.  She said that 
the committee has been stuck between a rock and a 
hard place.  They have been given direction by the 
city council but do not want to enlist a contractor until 
a route is chosen.  This has tied their hands in many 
areas and they have done their best with limited re-
sources to get the word out to the public.  Linda com-
mitted herself to getting this information out in the 
coming months. 
 

The meeting was opened to the audience to ask 
questions or make their opinions known. 
 

One resident (who lives along 87th Avenue in Lynn-
wood) was surprised to hear of this LRT development.  
Her question was regarding compensation from the 
city for her home which might be expropriated.  Mayor 
Mandel answered that the city would pay a fair market 
price (and likely more) for any homes that would be 
expropriated.  Another resident asked what would 
happen if the home owner refused to move out.  In 
that case, the Land Compensation Board would be-
come involved and ultimately, due to legislation, the 
city would take over the property.  Mayor Mandel em-
phasized that expropriating homes would be an ex-
pensive process, 
 

Another area resident, who moved to this quiet, strong 
Lynnwood community eight years ago, had heard that 
with LRT development in an area, house property val-
ues would increase; however, this would only happen 
if the current value of these homes was low to begin 
with.  He raised the question of the connection that 
the LRT would provide to a line running downtown at 
the university campus.  Would riders need to walk to 
another station in order to ride the LRT downtown?  
Ray Jamieson said that the plan for this route is to 
continue to the downtown and only provide a stop at 
the university campus. 
 

One fellow, who had done some research regarding 
LRTs and how they address traffic congestion prob-
lems, shared his findings with the audience.  He had 
reviewed a study of 25 American cities done by the 

Brookings Institution, claiming that an LRT is not a 
real solution to traffic congestion and is proven not 
to work.  He stated that congestion is a bi-product of 
a vibrant community.  He went on to ask if the costs 
of developing this LRT line relative to ridership dur-
ing the peak hours of travel have been considered. 
 

A west end resident living near the traffic circle at 
142nd Avenue was curious about the 10 minutes that 
the transportation committee claims an LRT route is 
going to save in travel time to downtown.  What 
route and going where in the downtown?  He was a 
resident of Toronto and a regular commuter at the 
time to his work 11 miles from his home.  In his opin-
ion his travel time was from his home to his destina-
tion.  Using his experience and stats from the To-
ronto Transit Corporation website, he was able to 
share with us the number of people being moved 
during rush hour from his Toronto neighbourhood 
and the time it took him to travel to work, broken 
down into walking, waiting for a train and ride time.  
He added that volumes of people are needed for any 
LRT route’s consideration. 
 

The last resident of the evening to raise questions  
asked how many buses could be purchased for the 
same amount of money that an LRT line would cost.  
He added that they could be hybrid buses for envi-
ronmental consideration. 
 

Favourite quote of the evening: “It’s always the right 
thing to do, to ask enough questions to know that 
you’re on the right road.”  Nancy

Did you know… that the area that Lynnwood now 
occupies was once adjacent to the town known as 
Jasper Place?  With the population boom brought 
on in 1947 by the discovery of oil in Leduc, area 
residents decided to incorporate as a hamlet in 
1948 under the name West Jasper Place with a 
population of 4,000 making it the very proud largest 
hamlet in Alberta.  Only one year later, West Jasper 
Place became a village and changed it’s name to 
Jasper Place (after considering such names as Oil 
City, Boomtown, and Westmonton).  It’s population 
had more than doubled to 8,900 making it the larg-
est village in the province.   Two years later, the 
population reached 9,500 and Jasper Place had 
grown to be the largest town in Alberta.
